Burwell House  
Burwell House is a 200 year old property, standing in the 
centre of Burwell.  Owned by Cambridgeshire County Council 
since 1965, during the term time we are used as a residential 
study centre by schools from all over East Anglia. 
 
This year, for the first time,  we are running a week of holiday 
activities, aimed at 7 - 11 year old children from the local area 
throughout the week August 4 - 8th 2008. 
 
The Activities  
In the centre pages of this booklet are outlines of the 10 
activity sessions we plan to run.  Each one will last 3 hours, 
and we will make sure that the activities are active, fun, varied 
and creative.  We’ve spent many months planning the 
sessions and have high hopes for them all.  There are a limited 
number of places on each activity, and they are booked on a 
first come-first served basis. 
 
The Staff  
The staff leading the holiday activities are all qualified teachers 
with a wealth of experience providing experiences for young 
people. James, James and Antonia are all CRB checked and 
are all qualified first aiders.  We will maintain a ratio of 1 leader 
to 10 children.   
 
The Times  
Registration for the morning session begins at 9:15am, with 
the session itself running from 9:30am through until 12:30pm.  
Registration for the afternoon session commences at 1:15pm, 
with the sessions themselves running from 1:30pm through 
until 4:30pm.  Children must be collected by 5:00pm at the 
latest.  If your child/ren are staying for the morning and 
afternoon sessions, it will be possible for them to stay at 
lunchtime, which will be supervised by Burwell House staff. In 
this instance, your child must bring a packed lunch.

Booking System and Conditions  
 
��� The attached booking form should be returned with full cash 

or cheque payment to Burwell House - places are limited so 
please book early to avoid disappointment. If the course is 
full, your full payment will be returned to you. (Cheques 
payable to Cambridgeshire County Council.)  

��� Please include an email address OR  a S.A.E with your 
booking.  

��� It is essential that payment is received with the b ooking 
form to guarantee a place.  

��� Payment is non-refundable, unless we have to cancel the 
activity for any reason. 

��� A confirmation of your booking and a consent form will be 
sent to you via email or in your SAE prior to the event. 

��� The consent form must  be filled in and presented to Burwell 
House before the visit or on the day.  Without this we 
cannot accept your child on any activity.  

��� Children must be dropped at the Centre by an adult or carer.  
Please do not drop your child off without first ensuring that 
the leader is there and has received a consent form. 

�� Burwell House reserves the right to send home any child we 
     feel is a danger to themselves or others through behaviour, 
     illness etc. Please ensure arrangements are in place should 
     this become necessary. 
 
 
 
Accessibility  
 
We endeavour to make all our activities as accessible as 
possible to wheelchair users and those who suffer any other 
disabilities.  If your child/children have any specific needs, 
please contact us in the first instance to discuss these needs 
with us, and how we might be able to adapt sessions to suit. 

The Cost  
Each of the sessions costs £10 per person, except the Climbing 
and Orienteering and the TV studio which cost £15 per person.  
Payment is due with the booking form to the rear of this leaflet.   
 
A 10% discount will be offered to anyone bringing 2 or more 
siblings to any session (i.e. - £9 per person per session or 
£13.50 for the climbing/TV) and a similar discount will apply to 
anyone booking for the whole week (£99 for the week). 
 
What should I bring on the day?  
 
Consent Form 
This will be posted/emailed to you on receipt of your booking 
form and payment.  It must be filled in and returned to Burwell 
House beforehand, or on the day of the activities.   
Without a consent form a child will not be able to take part 
in any activities at Burwell House. 
 
Kit 
Come suitably clothed for the weather conditions on the day.  
This might include waterproof clothing, sun lotion, caps and 
sunglasses.   
 
Food and Drink 
Burwell House will supply unlimited amounts of drinking water 
but you may wish to bring a mid-morning/afternoon snack.  If 
children are booked in for both morning and afternoon sessions, 
they may stay on the premises over lunchtime.  A packed lunch 
must be provided. 
 
Cash 
As part of each session, Burwell House will run its tuck shop for 
a short time.  This sells a range of snacks and souvenirs (none 
of which cost over £2.50).  You may want to supply some cash 
for this.
